The Best RV Camping in Southern Oregon

They prefer quiet locations which are pet friendly so you will not find RV parks located next to a freeway listed here. Each listing begins with the reasons Dale and Gwen prefer this location and what they like best about the camp site.
Emigrant Lake Recreation Area:  This is a very well maintained Jackson County park about 6 miles east of Interstate 5 from Ashland. It is an especially nice park during the summer months if you are traveling with children because there is a 280 foot water slide at the park. Other attractions within walking distance are a wonderful children’s play area, swimming beach, hiking trails, viewing wildlife and watching the Ashland Rowing Club practice on the lake. The RV park has full hookups but no shade trees so it can get pretty hot during the summer months.

Turn east (away from the city of Ashland) onto Highway 66 (yes this is Route 66, but not the same as the famous Route 66 to Chicago). Drive about 5 miles to the Emigrant Lake, Jackson County Park. Turn left into the park and campgrounds.
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
